Opening Lines of Communication 
     Some children seem to want to talk about any 
problem they face. Others clam up in the face of 
trouble. That's where a good children's book can 
really help open up communication. If you and 
your child read a book with a situation like the one 
your child is facing, it can often make it easier for 
you to talk with your child. Here's why: 1. Stories 
help children see others who are facing the same 
issue. That helps reassure them that they are not 
alone. Often, just seeing that someone else has 
faced the same issue can give a child confidence. 
2. Books also help children see how the person in 
the story felt, what she said, and what she did. That 
opens the door for a talk between you and your 
child. You can talk about how the character felt 
and then ask, "Did you ever have those feelings?" 
3. Stories also encourage your child to think about 
how the character solved the problem in the story. 
Did it work? What could the character have done 
differently? A children's librarian can help you 
find books about situations your child may be fac-
ing. You can ask your child's teacher for recom-
mendations, too.
