What are the days of summer really like? 

A song by Nat King Cole (known by the older mem-
bers in our midst) includes the following verse:

Roll out those lazy, hazy, crazy days of summer 
You’ll wish that summer could always be here  

 

I wonder if the days of summer are really like that? 
Mine aren’t. In fact, my days of summer tend to be as 
busy, if not busier, than the remainder of the year. 

No doubt we attempt to slip in a week or two 
(perhaps even three weeks) of vacation. However, it 
seems as if it takes more time and effort to leave town 
for just a few days than it does simply to stay put.

The 
days of summer are exactly what we make them out to 
be.

Good news:  The Mission Grant #4 of $15,000 to 
the Food and Clothing Co-Op of Concordia Theologi-
cal Seminary in Ft. Wayne has been paid. 

Now our SWD LWML is working on Mission Grant 
#5, $6,000 for Biblical Braille Production. Lutheran 
Braille Workers, one of the largest organizations in 
the world that produces God’s Word in Braille, offers 
and gives free requests to blind persons worldwide. 
There are two Braille Work Centers in our South Wis-
consin District, Grace Lutheran Church in Racine and 
Immanuel Lutheran Church in Sheboygan. These 
Braille Biblical volumes are produced in English, 
Spanish, and Amharic. The $6,000 Mission Grant will 
be divided equally between these two work centers. 

Portland, OR. is the location for the 33rd National 
LWML Convention, June 25- 28, 2009. “Look to the 
Hills – God Reigns” is the theme for the Convention. 
Highlights of the convention will be the worship ser-
vices, inspirational speakers, uplifting music, speakers 
from the mission fields that have been recipients of 
Mission Grants, adoption of the 2009-2011 Mission 
Grants, and Bible study. Leading the Bible study will 
be Dr. Mary Hilgendorf, of Concordia University Wis-
consin. Another highlight of the convention is the pro-
cession of banners in which each LWML District 
President carries her district banner into the conven-
tion. SWD Young Women Representatives Vicki 
Ohde, from Elm Grove Lutheran and Jennifer Koch 
from Divine Redeemer, Hartland, will accompany 
SWD LWML President Jan Dankwardt in the proces-
sion of banners. Also attending from our congregation 
will be Jean Kruse and Barbara Kurth. 

The National LWML exceeded it $1.7 million mis-
sion grant goal for 2007-2009 by $75,730.17 with the 
help of an anonymous memorial gift of $100,000. Jan 
Wendorf, National LWML President, stated:  “In the 
midst of these uncertain times, God’s people have re-
sponded and supported the mission goal of the LWML 
for the 2007-2009 biennium. Thanks to all the dis-
tricts and individuals who have sent special offerings 
and gifts.”

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Hand Washing Awareness 
 

When should I cleanse my hands? 

After using the bathroom 

After blowing my nose, sneezing, or coughing 

Before eating (or preparing) food and drinks 

After handling uncooked meat or other raw 
foods 

After taking out the trash 

After changing a diaper 

After handling money 

After playing with a pet, especially reptiles, 
iguanas, or snakes (often carry Salmonella 
germs) 

 

How do I properly wash my hands? 

Use warm running water to wet hands 

Lather hands with soap (liquid or bar soap) 

Rub hands together for at least 20 seconds, 
with special attention to skin folds between 
fingers, around and under nails and cuticles 

Rinse well with warm water (soap left on 
your skin can cause chapping and cracking 
and lead to infection) 

Pat hands dry from fingertips to wrists 

Then turn off water, using a dry paper towel 
(touching a soiled faucet handle just puts the 
germs back on your skin) 

 

Teach others the clean-hands habit 

Adults, set a good example for kids 

Let staff in restaurants, day care centers, 
doctors’ and dentists’ offices, hospitals, and 
nursing homes know that you expect them to 
wash their hands before they provide your 
services.

Comptroller’s Corner  

May 20, 2009 

 

In April, we had some bad news and some good news. 
The Bad:  We continued to fall behind our anticipated en-
velope giving. We are now over $140,000 behind. 

 

The Good:  Our school contributions (intended for 
matching funds) continue to be well ahead of anticipa-
tions. As of the end of April, we are $53,000 ahead of an-
ticipated contributions. This means that matching gifts 
from Thrivent and other corporations are also ahead of 
anticipated levels. 

 

As of now, I estimate that we will end the fiscal year 
with expenses exceeding income in the range of $50,00o 
to $60,000. 

 

At the recent Voter’s Assembly, a budget was passed 
which I believe to be reachable in terms of expected giving 
and which is a balanced work program. 

 

This leaves us with the problem of financing the follow-
ing items: 

 

1. Paying for the expected deficit described above. 

2. Repaying the $59,000 balance of our line of credit. 

3. Paying for the resurfacing of the playground 
(approximately $75,000, which was earned by Posi-
tive Parents). 

4. Repaying the $25,000 balance of borrowing from 
the Elm Grove Evangelical Lutheran Church Foun-
dation for the re-lamping of our facilities. 

 

It is the recommendation of the Board of Finance and 
the Church Council that this be accomplished by refi-
nancing our mortgage with a 30-year term. The resolu-
tion was moved, seconded, and discussed at the recent 
Voter’s Assembly. However, it could not be voted upon 
due to a lack of the defined quorum. A new meeting has 
been set for Sunday, June 7, between worship services 
in order to discuss and to vote on this proposal.

Moving Forward in Christ: 

As you may or may not be aware, 
in May the Voter’s Assembly of Elm 
Grove Lutheran Church voted to 
approve the budget for 2009-2010. 
This budget included a reduction of 
school staff for the coming year. 
The Board of Christian Education 
was strongly opposed to this reduc-
tion, but there was no other solu-
tion that could be brought forward. 
The Board was adamant that no 
classes be combined and that we 
maintain one teacher for each 
classroom so that we can move for-
ward. The Reduction in Force Pol-
icy provides a number of guidelines 
for determining who may be re-
leased. However, if we wished to 
maintain single classrooms, pro-
grams would have to be cut. It was 
decided to cut the Resource teacher 
position, Mrs. Peggy Langelin, and 
the Computer Education teacher, 
Mr. David Marose. Does this mean 
there will no longer be additional 
help for students that need it? No, 
but we will have to find new ways 
to provide that help. Does it mean 
that there will no longer be com-
puter education classes? No, but 
the faculty will have to work on a 
solution to make sure that they are 
covered. The faculty of Elm Grove 
Lutheran School is committed to 
providing your child with a quality 
Christian education, and we will 
continue to do just that. Unfortu-
nately, it will be with out David and 
Peggy. Paul tells us in Philippians 
4:13, “I can do everything through 
him who gives me strength.” In 
Christ we will continue to move for-
ward. We pray God’s blessings for 
Peggy and David as well as Elm 
Grove Lutheran School. 

Enrollment: 

We continue to receive registra-
tion forms for the 2009-2010. At 
this point there are eight students 
who will potentially be leaving. 
Most of those are PK-4 students. 
On the other side of the balance 
sheet, we have already enrolled 10 
new students for next year and 
have at least five strong prospects. 
This is the earliest we have had 10-
new students enrolled at this point 
in a number of years. We usually 
pick up students over the summer; 
so this is very promising. The new 
enrollments are also students in the 
middle grades, which is a positive 
sign. If you know of a family that 
might be interested, invite them to 
visit and tour the school. If they 
would like additional information, 
let us know and we would be glad 
to send them a packet. You are our 
best advertisement. 

 

Parent Advisory Committee:  
PAC sponsored two Parents Night 
Out events during the 08-09 school 
year and had almost 50 parents 
and teachers attend. They also 
sponsored a Parent Forum with the 
principals of Milwaukee Lutheran 
and Martin Luther. In addition, 
they researched and provided input 
to the BOCE on a number of school 
issues including the following: 
Spanish, afterschool programs, 
marketing, and hot lunch. If you 
are an EGLS parent and are inter-
ested in serving on PAC, please 
contact Mr. Angell. 

 

Golf Outing/Silent Auction: 

We had 71 golfers and 87 dinner 
reservations for this year’s Golf 
Outing and Dinner/Auction. The 
preliminary numbers indicate that 
we raised almost $20,000. A por-

tion of this money will finish up the 
playground surface project, and the 
rest will be utilized for a yet-to-be-
determined capital improvement. A 
big “thank you” to Ron Hessen-
thaler, Lynn Harner, and Jessica 
Stamm for all of their work on this 
event. The students’ Pennies for 
Pebbles effort brought in nearly 
$1,900 and exceeded the $1,500 
challenge I made to the students. 
As a result, I will be dressing as a 
clown on June 3. 

 

Knowledge Bowl: 

In May the EGLS Knowledge 
Bowl team—consisting of Dan 
Ewert, Bryce Schilz, Alyssa 
Krueger, Matt Foster, Austin Hoeg, 
and Andy Ewert—competed against 
seven other Waukesha County Lu-
theran schools for the title. The 
competition consisted of two 
rounds of 40 questions and 10 Bib-
lical knowledge questions. At the 
end of the second round EGLS was 
tied with Grace for 3rd place and 
only one point out of 2nd. Grace 
and EGLS then took part in a sud-
den-death tie breaker of Bible 
knowledge questions. It took six 
rounds of questions before Grace 
was able to spell Habakkuk, and 
the EGLS team forgot one “k.” We 
want to congratulate the team on a 
great effort.

Rev. Ted and Rebecca Krey are the “newbies” in the 
Dominican Republic (DR) mission field, arriving in 
January 2009. For the past seven years, Krey served in 
the area of church planting and theological education 
in Venezuela. Krey’s wife Rebecca joined him in Can-
ada following their wedding in June 2008, and they 
welcomed their first child (Esther) in early April 2009. 

The Kreys have been welcomed to the field by co-
missionaries Danelle Putnam and Rev. Walter Ries Jr., 
the first LCMS missionaries to be placed in the DR. 
Both have been serving there since 2006. 

Much of Putnam’s work has been focused on devel-
opmental disabilities outreach. Working with local in-
stitutions and organizations that support families with 
developmentally disabled children, Putnam has been 
helping to provide training for workers and seeking 
ways to include spiritual care in the lives of children 
with disabilities and their staff. Prior to her work in the 
DR, she spent six years serving in Panama. 

Ries came to the DR after his graduation from the 

Lutheran Theological Seminary in Brazil in 2005. Over 
the past three years he has been working to plant seeds 
for a national church and also to build up national 
leaders, including two current vicars, Willy and Jo-
seph. Ries’ wife Ana, also of Brazil, joined him follow-
ing their wedding in January 2008. 

Together, these missionaries are working to estab-
lish the first Lutheran congregations in the country, 
and to establish a theological education program to 
train future pastors, deacons and deaconesses, with an 
emphasis on integrating work with the developmen-
tally disabled into these congregations. Currently there 
are seven confirmed Lutherans in the DR, all at the 
mission site in Santo Domingo. Mission plants, Bible 
clubs, and other programs are ongoing in four other 
areas including Santiago, Palmar Arriba, Las Americas, 
and Licey. 

 

The Lord is risen! 
Our rural mission in the community of Palmar Ar-

riba was packed on Easter morning with some 150 peo-
ple! We were there to celebrate the coming of our Lord 
in the waters of baptism to 18 children and youth. The 
youngest was my daughter, Esther, who was 7 days old, 
and the oldest was 16 years old. Together, they all cele-
brated their baptismal birthdays as their sins were 
washed away and they came to be known as children of 
the Heavenly Father by the death and the resurrection 
of our Lord Jesus! 

What joy to celebrate Easter and new birth on the 
same day that our Lord conquered death and stood 
risen before Mary and then the disciples! And so too, 
He was present before us, as through water and the 
Word He again showed us what the resurrection is all 
about! 

He is risen indeed!
