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From the Pastor  

Lent is for evangelism. Iôm serious about that state-

ment. The season of Lent is laden with natural oppor-

tunities to confess the faith. For instance, in chapel on 

Ash Wednesday I urged the children of our school to 

see the ash cross on their foreheads as an evangelism 

tool. The ashes represent our repentance over sin and 

the recognition of our mortality because of that sin. 

One day we will return to the dust from which we are 

made. 

Seeing the ashes in the form of a cross also reminds 

us that our earthen body has been redeemed by Christ 

the crucified. What a great evangelism tool it is to have 

that on your forehead. With that ashen cross you pro-

claim to the watching world that you are a sinner re-

deemed by Christ. The cross invites every man, 

woman, and child to share in that identity also. With 

two small strokes of the thumb, you have a Law/Gospel 

tool for confessing Christ to your neighbors and co-

workers. 

The Lenten evangelism tools do not end with Ash 

Wednesday, however. Lent, as a whole, is widely 

known as a penitential season. What does it say to your 

neighbors to see you making it a weekly commitment 

to attend worship on Wednesdays and on the week-

ends in this season? In a busy, even frantic age, regu-

lar, committed worship attendance bears witness to 

something countercultural. When there are many good 

activities pulling everyone else away from worship, 

your pulling out of the rat race for an hour or two 

broadcasts that you hold the Word of God sacred and 

gladly hear and learn it. The world is watching; what 

do your actions tell them? 

Speaking of learning, I am convinced that one of the 

greatest barriers to evangelism is not shyness but un-

certainty. When we are uncertain about what to say, 

our evangelistic efforts are stymied. The best way to 

address the uncertainties is to start getting answers to 

your own questions. One question and answer lead to 

another, and soon you are anticipating the questions 

the unchurched have, becoming certain of what needs 

to be said. What better way to get your questions an-

swered than to start attending one of the Bible studies 

offered during Lent.  

In closing, hereôs a homework assignment for every-

one reading this article. Get to know one of your 

neighbors, someone you have not shared more than a 

greeting with for perhaps years. Be sincere; be honest. 

Bake a loaf of bread or a plate of cookies. Shovel their 

driveway. Look for ways to gain their trust. Invite them 

into your home for lunch on the weekend, or see if they 

will invite you into theirs.  

Why go through this effort? The Church embarks on 

the work of evangelism so that in this season of Lent 

(and throughout the year) others might confess with 

you the purpose of Christôs suffering and death ï ñthat 

I may be His own, and live under Him in His kingdom 

and serve Him in everlasting righteousness, innocence,

Annual Report to the Congregation  
 

Total assets on December 31, 2009, were $513,601 up 11.3% from the 2008 ending balance.  The founda-

tion additionally supported the congregation by lending it $30,000 for an electric energy project that will be 

repaid from the energy savings. $5,000 had been repaid when the board decided to support the promissory 

notes effort and invested the remaining $25,000 in church notes.  

During 2009 the following grants were authorized:  

 $1,500 John EyerðConcordia Seminary St. Louis; from clergy student endowment. 

 $1,500 Tim FoteðConcordia University Chicago; from teaching ministry student endowment.  

 $1,500 Susan MacGillisðConcordia University Wisconsin; from teaching ministry student endowment.  

 $2,538ðFor DOXOLOGY, a program designed to increase pastorsô and lay leadersô skills; 

   paid from clergy education restricted fund.  

     $510ðPaid to EGL School from the technology fund 

The Foundation receives gifts in three major categories. 

 Living Endowments  

 Restricted Funds 

 Unrestricted Funds  

Only the income earned on endowment funds can be distributed according to endowment policy restric-

tions. Income, as well as capital, can be distributed from unrestricted funds. Restricted grants are limited by 

the terms specified by the grantor. Unrestricted grants are suggested by the foundation board, pastors, or 

school principal.  

At the end of 2008 the foundation board changed the investment advisory firm and selected Richmond 

Financial Services to manage foundation assets, based on general policy guidelines established by the 

board. The foundation assets are now diversified into 16 asset classes. The major categories are: 

 Equity funds    55% 

 Bonds or Bond funds  30% 

 Cash (money fund)  11% 

 Mixed      4%

For example, 

ñThe Model XRX Home Entertainment System can be 

yours for an óinvestmentô of only $1,299.99.ò ñSupport 

local programming on television for a modest 

óinvestmentô of only $20 per month. A ófreeô monthly 

program guide is included.ò Or again, ñSave big by 

bundling your services with BG and A. Only $99.99 per 

month.ò 

The message is clear. They want you to purchase 

something, whether it be services or product. It is not 

an investment, and you do not save anything. You are 

making an expenditure. An óinvestmentô implies an ex-

pected and reasonable return or increase in value. 

None of that will happen. You might get some enjoy-

ment or convenience but no viable increase in value. 

What has God done for us? He has ñexpendedò for us 

every blessing that we have, including His only Son, 

our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, on the cross. There is 

no óinvestmentô we can make by doing good that will 

cover our bill of sin and failure. Christ has done all the 

earning, all the expending, all the saving. What He 

bought through His Holy precious blood and innocent 

suffering and death will never be obsolete or lose its 

value but will always be eternally valuable and pre-

cious. 

May the Lord grant us the wisdom to purchase the 

right things for our life, to make God -pleasing expendi-

tures of our time, talents and treasures. May His gifts 

to us be used in fruitful ways so that the Gospel can be 

preached, taught, and carried to the ends of the earth. 

Thatôs what Lutheran Hour Ministries does every day 

since we are People of Christ with the Message of 

Hope.

These 

children are provided the opportunity to attend a Christ 

centered environment and given the chance to be accepted 

for who they are, children of God, and to learn of the love 

of God and about Jesus Christ their Lord and Savior.
