"He is not here. He is Risen!" Matt. 28:6

For us, Holy Week began following a donkey up-
hill towards our Mount Zion, our sanctuary in Pal-
mar Arriba. As we walked through this town whose
name literally means the "Palms Higher up", with
our children and youth carrying palm branches, |
could not help but think about that very day when
Christ rode up and into Jerusalem. What mercy and
love our Lord shows to us in coming in such a hum-
ble fashion and dying in such a miserable manner.

As the children sang their hosannas, | meditated
upon our purpose as we walked past crude wood
homes made of palm wood and others that were
simple cinder block. We were not yet another one of
those endless processions that snake their way from
one place to another with their devotees seeking to
fulfill some vow made to God. There was no hope of
satisfying God for His anger towards us. Nor did
anyone dress in purple so that others could see our
great devotion and holiness, but rather, simple
songs and otherwise ordinary people waving palm
branches, followed the donkey carrying Jesus.

Upon arriving at the entrance to the sanctuary, we
confessed our sins, were forgiven, and sang with re-
newed vigor entering the church, for our simple Lord
had forgiven us through a simple pastor in a powerful
way. Here was the reason for our song and remem-
brance of that great day many years ago!

The week continued on Tuesday with a three-day
VBS of organized chaos led by Danelle, with more
than 116 people together celebrating God's faithful-
ness towards us. Dramas, story-telling, songs, crafts
and games all combined to strengthen little hearts in
the knowledge and faith of our Saviour who tells us
that “out of the mouth of babes and infants | have or-
dained strength.” How the children do sing of their
Lord Jesus Christ! How there is power in the simple
witness of children, youth and God's simple people
singing praises and hearing His Word preached on
Wednesday, Thursday, Friday and Sunday in three
different locations!!

Praise God, that our Lord who died to forgive all sin
and gather all unto Himself is Risen and now says to
the women at the tomb, "But go your way, tell His dis-
ciples and Peter that He goeth before you...” and so
He does in His Word, Baptism and our Lord's Supper.

May He go before you and strengthen you to tell
others of our Risen Lord and Saviour that goes before
us...He is Risen Indeed!!



From the Pastor

Creationism Versus Evolution

The Church’s teaching that the LORD created all
things, seen and unseen, is supported throughout the
Bible. There is no room in the Biblical worldview for
Darwinian evolution. Out of nothing God created the
universe and everything in it. Beyond the opening
chapters of Genesis, there are numerous Biblical pas-
sages supporting creationism. Consider the following
passages:

Psalm 148:5 , “Let them praise the name of the
Lorbp! For he commanded and they were created.”

Isaiah 42:5 , “Thus says God, theLoRrD, who cre-
ated the heavens and stretched them out, who spread
out the earth and what comes from it, who gives breath
to the people on it and spirit to those who walk in it.”

John 1:3 , “All things were made through him, and
without him was not anything made that was made.”

Romans 1:20 , “For his invisible attributes, namely,
his eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly
perceived, ever since the creation of the world, in the
things that have been made. So they are without ex-
cuse.”

Colossians 1:16 , “For by him all things were cre-
ated, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible,
whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authori-
ties—all things were created through him and for him.”

Hebrews 11:3 , “By faith we understand that the
universe was created by the word of God, so that what
is seen was not made out of things that are visible.”

Because the Biblical witness is one unified whole,
creation and faith are tied together. Reject one, and the
other is affected as well. Both the created world and
our faith in Jesus are created ex nihilo, out of nothing.
There was no primordial soup out of which God then
created the world. Likewise, there is no inherent good-
ness in human beings since the Fall out of which God
fans into flame our faith. Both creation and faith find
their origin in God’s almighty Word. God says, “let
there be,” and there is. Without the powerful Word of
God, there is nothing.

While the teaching of creationism should be very
comforting personally to the Christian, there are ugly
consequences to allowing evolutionary thought a foot-
hold in your mind. For instance, one does not have to

search too far to find a connection between Darwinian
evolution — i.e. survival of the fittest — and Karl Marx,
Adolf Hitler, and Margaret Sanger (the founder of
Planned Parenthood). All three saw themselves as ap-
plying Darwin’s ideas to society at large.

Darwin himself wrote ‘prophetically’ in his book,
The Descent of Man,first published in 1871: “At some
future period, not very distant as measured by centu-
ries, the civilized races of man will almost certainly ex-
terminate and replace throughout the world the savage
races.” Those words, read in the light of recent history
are sobering. Communism'’s attempts to create a work-
ers’ paradise destroyed the lives of tens of millions
across the globe. Nazi efforts during WWII led to the
Jewish holocaust. And the legalization of abortion in
the Roe v. Wade case has led to the death of nearly 50
million babies since 1973 in the U.S. alone.

Darwin was right in one way. The descent of man is
clearly seen in our sinful efforts to determine who is fit
to survive. How much better to entrust ourselves to
Him who chose us in Christ before the foundation of
the world. (Ephesians 1:4)

In a little- known poem entitled, “Evolutionary
Hymn”, C. S. Lewis also weighed in on the side of crea-
tion, when he wrote these words in 1954 mocking evo-
lution:

“Lead us, Evolution, lead us

Up the future’s endless stair:

Chop us, change us, prod us, weed us.
For stagnation is despair:

Groping, guessing, yet progressing,
Lead us nobody knows where.”

Darwinian evolution leads to meaninglessness, and
worse. Creationism leads to a God who knows, designs,
and saves.
